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President’s Message

Hopefully the coldest part of winter is now behind us, 
and we can start thinking about spring and eventually 
getting out on the golf course.  The Executive Board has 
been working on the coming year, even before the 
snows of December.  We have a few changes that you 
need to be aware of and how it might affect our season.
First, we have made a significant change in the tourna-
ment schedule from previous years.  This was necessary 
due to some conflicts, one being the PGA Championship 
at Hazeltine in early August.  After going through a num-
ber of alternatives, we decided to move the Club Cham-
pionship dates into July.  Before I hear the cries of the 
tradionalists (me being one of them), I would like us to 
just try it for this year, and see what you think.  I know 
many of the club members (including my brother) have 
said that their games peaked in July.  Perhaps now, we 
really see if it is the month, or the pressure of the tourna-
ment that affected our scores!  And we can always move 
it back to our usual August dates next year.  Please look 
at the schedule, because some dates and tournaments 
have shifted.  Perhaps, other than the Club Champion-
ship dates, you will notice that we have moved the 
Shootout to an earlier date in September.  Our Tourna-
ment Chairman, Brett Mueller, has suggested this to try 
and gain some better weather for the tourney.  The pres-
sure will be on Brett, since it only gives him a week to 
notify the qualifiers that they have made the Shootout.
You may have heard that there have been changes in 
the reporting responsibility of the golf course within the 
University (see story at left).  The course management 
and maintenance will now report to the Recreational 
Sports Department within the University.  I have had dis-
cussions with Jim Turman about this and am excited 
about the possibilities as he has outlined in our corre-
spondence.  I would ask everyone to be positive, and I 
would like to point out that current members of our Club 
head up the Rec Sports Department.
Another tough decision this year has been to raise the 
yearly dues by $5.  We have incurred some increases in 
costs, including an increase in our fees for our handicaps

Charlie’s Update –
Charlie Pooch, Course Superinten-
dent gave us the following update:  
We have been busy this February 
taking down the old netting and 
poles on the driving range.  Instal-
lation of the 50’ new netting will 
be completed before the season 
begins.
Over the winter we removed 34 
trees.  The only ones that might 
be “missed” are the two large 
oaks on the left side of 15 fairway 
about 160 yards from the green 
and the large oak on the 13th

tee.  Most of the rest were ash 
trees that were deep in the rough 
and were removed due to the ad-
vance of the emerald ash 
bore.  The emerald ash bore has 
now been detected on the east 
side of Wisconsin and will proba-
bly be in the metro area in 3 to 4 
years.  No ash tree has any resis-
tance and if not treated we will 
likely lose most of our ash 
trees.  We have about 120 on the 
course so we are in the process 
of trying to remove 20 or so a 
year, replacing them with disease 
resistant elms, oaks, or other fa-
vorable varieties that we get from 
St. Paul campus research trials.
Early February rain was nice for 
snow removal, but was not good 
for the golf course.  The bare 
ground is more susceptible to the 
freeze and thaw that can injure 
and kill turf.  The cells of the 
plants will absorb moisture as the 
temperatures increase above 
freezing and then burst as the 
temps rapidly drop causing those 
cells to burst.  Our best bet is to 
get another good snow cover be-
fore temps drop into the teens 
and below for the rest of the win-
ter.
